Management Summary

Scope

A new claiming process was developed for a “live” operational test in Glasgow Disability Benefit Centre (DBC).  The key elements of the test were:

· A shortened interactive claim form – the claim form being prepared through discussion with the customer to establish the basis of the claim;

· Questions tailored to the customer’s needs – the new claim approach includes the use of “trigger” questions to establish the basis of needs.  The answers to such questions determine the sections that will be included in the claim form that are most relevant;

· Renaming the various roles within the test organisation to re-enforce the customer ethos (e.g. Decision Makers renamed as Customer Claim Managers (CCM);

· On-line further evidence – scripted questions prepared on-line by CCMs to provide a consistent basis when gathering information;

· The use of Incapacity Benefit (IB) information to support decision making;

· Greater interaction of CCMs with the customer – placing greater emphasis on the use of the telephone in gathering evidence and handling issues relevant to the claim;

· Reasoned decisions to ensure that the basis of the award/ disallowance is documented for internal use and in communications to the customer; and

· Automation – developing a prototype IT system to support the process.

Key Findings

The operational test ran from 13th January to 18th April 2003.  Key findings from the test are:

· The shortened personalised claim form is effective in gathering evidence to support DLA decision making;

· Further work is required to fully understand the added value of tele-claiming in the claiming process over and above the information provided by customers who had merely completed the “Don’t Know” claim form;

· Customer feedback in relation to the new process is very positive.  There have been no complaints about the new claim form and a number of ‘thank you’ letters have already been received.  In addition, despite some initial concern, the reaction from external Agencies is also encouraging;

· IB information proved to be a very useful evidence source in determining entitlement;

· There has been a notable reduction in dispute activities in the data gathered to date;

· There has been no deterioration in the quality of the decisions made employing the new process;

· Further work is required to refine the IT currently supporting the process – most notably in workflow, Management Information (MI), the reasoned decision and on-line further evidence functionality; and

· CCM productivity reduced when administering the test process.  A number of factors contributed to this, which are explained later in this paper.

Conclusions and recommendations

Results of this initial test are in the main positive and provide a useful insight as to how modernised IT could support the delivery of DLA in the future.  Key recommendations emerging from this test are:

· The prototype should continue as a research and development tool, to provide an opportunity to refine the process further, and to learn more about the longer term impacts on customers and the business;

· Development work should continue to inform future IT development work;

· Evaluation work to continue to monitor the impact on the end-to-end process; and

· A full scope of work to be defined for the prototype that most effectively meets the requirement of the business in the short to medium term.

Work now continues within Glasgow DBC to define and shape the above recommendations for the longer- term needs of the business.
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1. Purpose of this paper

1.1
The purpose of this paper is to:

· Present the evaluation findings from the operational test of a modernised DLA claiming process tested in Glasgow DBC; and

· Make recommendations as to how future work should proceed.

Introduction/ Background

2.1
The aims of the Disability and Carers Service (DCS) Change Programme are fourfold:
· To continue the delivery of tactical change that maximises use of the Early Office Infrastructure (EOI) desktop, and so enables continuing early delivery of efficiencies and business improvements;

· To look at ways in which the organisation of DLA/Attendance Allowance (AA) service delivery may be improved;

· To deliver redesigned business processes supported by modern IT, that will enable the delivery of the required business and service improvements; and

· To expand existing telephony support so that all DCS customers receive a high standard of service when contacting the business by telephone, and so that telephony is fully integrated into business processes.

2.2
To achieve these aims the Change Programme has defined a portfolio of projects, one of which being the test at Glasgow DBC. The Programme is consistent with the Department for Work and Pensions (DWP) Information Services/Information Technology (IS/IT) Strategy; which although a major transformation programme, consists of a range of smaller projects that can be delivered over time, thus reducing risk and bringing early deliverables. 

3.
Approach

3.1 To take the work forward, an IT supplier (BT Syntegra) was commissioned to develop in conjunction with the Project Team a modernised process that could be tested within a “live” operational environment.

3.2
The purpose of the test was to inform the development of modernised business processes that could be implemented across the organisation.  The process design work was completed with the following elements:

· A shortened interactive claim form – the claim form being prepared through discussion with the customer to establish the basis of the claim;

· Questions tailored to the customer’s needs – the new claim approach includes the use of “trigger” questions to establish the basis of needs.  The answers to such questions will determine the questions that will be included in the claim form that are most relevant;

· Renaming the various roles within the test organisation to re-enforce the customer ethos.  Decision Makers were renamed as Customer Claim Managers (CCM) for the test;

· On-line further evidence – scripted follow up questions for the customer, prepared on-line by CCMs;

· The use of Incapacity Benefit (IB) information to support decision making;

· Greater interaction of CCMs with the customer – placing greater emphasis on the use of the telephone in gathering evidence and handling issues relevant to the claim;

· Reasoned decisions to ensure that the basis of the award/ disallowance is documented for internal use and in communications to the customer; and

· Automation – developing a prototype IT system to support the process.

3.3
In order to facilitate the above approach, a number of organisational changes within Glasgow DBC to set up the two operational sections for comparison purposes were made, namely:

· Work on DLA and AA cases was actioned separately;

· The setting up of a unique Management Unit (MU) number for the test area to enable statistical data to be gathered from the Legacy System;

· Closer working within teams to ensure end-to-end accountability for the new claim; and

· To employ a representative cross section of staff to administer the test.

The organisational/ process model for the test team is detailed at Appendix 1.

4.
Aims and objectives

4.1
The aim of the new process was to:

· Assess information provided on the tailored claim form (following the tele-claiming process), with a view to determine entitlement;

· Assess the usefulness of Incapacity Benefit (IB) information when determining entitlement;

· Gather evidence, using the most appropriate method, based on the individual circumstances of the case; and

· Provide the customer with a reasoned decision, regardless of the outcome (i.e. awards and disallowances).

4.2
The objectives of the test were to:

· Judge the effectiveness of the revised claiming process in terms of time, cost and quality (i.e. the operational perspective);

· Provide a service tailored to the needs of the individual;

· Focus evidence gathering based on individual circumstances;

· Provide consistent and reliable outcomes;

· Provide a transparent process for the customer; and

· Develop an approach that can, at a later stage, be equally applicable to other claiming events (e.g. renewals, reconsiderations and appeals).

5.1
Staff Training

Explanation  

5.1.1
The specific training for the test was developed in partnership by the Project Team, Operational Trainers and the IT Provider (BT Syntegra).  The training approach involved material containing screenshots of the new computer system and supporting procedures for local delivery by Glasgow DBC Training Officers (supported by the Project Team).

5.1.2 To judge the effectiveness, or otherwise, of the training post-training reactionnaires were completed immediately after the training, followed by a similar exercise completed 8 weeks after the training.

Findings on the staff training

5.1.3 Findings from the initial post training reactionnaires (i.e. completed immediately after the training) are detailed in the following table and summary findings.

Summary:


· 100% of all Customer Claim Advisors (CCA) staff found the training to be either exceptionally suitable or very suitable;

· 100% of all Customer Claim Registration Assistants (CCRA) staff found the training to be either exceptionally suitable or very suitable;

· 100% of all Customer Claim Administration Officers (CCAO) staff found the training to be at least suitable, with the vast majority of respondents rating the training as either exceptionally suitable or very suitable; and

· 100% of all Customer Claim Managers (CCM) staff found the training to be at least suitable, with the vast majority of respondents rating the training as either exceptionally suitable or very suitable.

A similar Post-training reactionnaires was completed 8 weeks after the training and showed the following based on a total of 24 responses for all grades:

Summary:

· All CCA, CCAO and CCMs were happy that enough training was received.  Only 1 CCRA did not agree with this;

· All CCA, CCRA and CCAOs felt confident in their new role.  1 CCM did not feel confident; and

· There was a degree of uncertainty across most grades when asked if there was any part of their job they were still unsure of, most notably amongst the CCMs.

Staff Perception

Explanation  

5.2.1 A questionnaire was developed to assess staff perception of the new process. 

Findings on the Prototype (Syntegra) System

5.2.2  A summary of findings is detailed below: 

· All staff found logging on to the Prototype (Syntegra) System as being either very easy or fairly easy;
· 90% of staff found it very or fairly easy to navigate around the Prototype (Syntegra) system; and
· Only 5% of staff found the task list fairly difficult to use.
5.2.3
Specific questions relating to individual tasks (by grade) when using the Prototype (Syntegra) System were also asked and in the main, these tasks were found to be fairly easy or very easy to execute and in particular CCA feedback showed that the Prototype system is very user friendly when generating the tailored claim form.  The exception to this finding was the CCM grades who found some degree of difficulty when using the On-line further evidence and reasoned decision functionality (see Table 5 below):

Summary:
There was varying degrees of difficulty recorded around the use of the Reasoned Decision and On-line further evidence functionality which will in turn, be subject to a full review to inform any ongoing development of the Prototype System.


Findings on the Streamlined Process 

5.2.4
A summary of findings based on CCM feedback is detailed below

· 80% of the CCMs felt that talking to the customer/their representative about their further information requirements was either very or fairly effective; and

· 75% of the CCMs felt that there were fewer hand-offs in the process when compared to the original way of working – the remaining 25% did not notice a difference.

5.3
Customer Perception


Explanation

5.3.1 A questionnaire was developed to assess customer perception of the new process only.   Appendix 2 provides an example of the questionnaire that the customer/ their representative was asked to complete prior to a decision being made on their claim form.   


Findings on customer perception of the tele-claiming process/ tailored claim form
5.3.2 For the test area only, a total of 513 Customer Perception questionnaires were completed and input onto a database for analysis.  Analysis of the feedback from customers has shown that the perception is very positive and this is reflected in the following chart:

Chart 1 - Customer perception of the CCA role when undertaking the tele-claiming process
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Chart 1 shows that 98% of customers found the CCAs to be polite and helpful when undertaking the tele-claiming process.
Chart 2 – Level of assistance required from the Department to complete the tailored claim form
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Chart 2 shows that 90% customers did not require any assistance from the department when completing the tailored claim form.

Chart 3 – Level of difficulty encountered when completing the tailored claim form
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Chart 3 shows that only 18% of customers had some degree of difficulty when completing the tailored claim form - with only 4% finding the claim form “very difficult”.

5.3.4
Customers were also given the opportunity to explain in more detail the concerns they had about the claim form.  Examples of responses provided are detailed at Appendix 3.

5.3.5
The Customers Services Manager has also received a number of “thank you” letters about the tailored claim form (no complaints have been received to date).

6.
Outcomes

6.1
Impact on Awarding Patterns

Explanation

6.1.1
To determine if the test process has any impact on awarding patterns an analysis against the control cases was undertaken.  As the information available from the control area included “child” cases, Information and Analysis Directorate (IAD) Operational Research colleagues have applied an appropriate “weighting” to present the following data for comparison purposes.  However, the overall impact on the awarding patterns can only be measured following any dispute activity – see section 6.3.  

Findings

6.1.3
The initial test period showed that in most cases, the awarding patterns between the test and control teams were very similar, with the only exceptions being middle rate care only and higher rate mobility/Middle rate care.  There was also a significant increase in the number of cases awarded in the test area in comparison to the control area.  Since this report was first written it has been possible to analyse more cases enabling us to include more up to date information with a higher degree of confidence in the results.

6.1.4
Table 6 (below) shows that awarding patterns between the test and control teams were varied and this variation contributed to some significant increases in the number and type of cases awarded (incl. the average award value) in the test area in comparison to the control area.

6.2
Quality (Financial Accuracy)


Explanation

6.2.1
In order to judge the quality of the reasoned decisions made, Glasgow DBC Checkers and DMAPT undertook a checking exercise to attain the target of having at least 10% of the test team’s decisions checked along with a 10% validation exercise (DMAPT only).  Accuracy checks for the test team were compared to the national average, as there was no increased checking activity within the control area.  

Findings

6.2.2 Table 7 (below) shows that there has been no significant difference in the quality of the decisions made in the test environment when compared to the national accuracy levels.

6.3
Reconsideration and Appeals


Explanation

6.3.1
The overall impact on the awarding patterns can only be measured once it is clear on how robust this initial reasoned decision is following any dispute activity (i.e. reconsideration and appeal).  


Findings

6.3.2 The initial test period showed that there was a significant reduction in the amount of explanations and appeal requests being made on test cases compared to the control team.  Since this report was first written it has been possible to analyse more cases enabling us to include more up to date information with a higher degree of confidence in the results. 

6.3.3 Table 8 (below) shows that there is a significant reduction in the amount of explanations, reconsiderations and appeal requests being made on test cases compared to the control team, suggesting that the revised process gives the customer a greater understanding of the basis of the decision - Although there is a possibility that the results in the control area are influenced by cases outside the test period and/or contain child cases.

6.3.4
Chart 4 below shows the outcome of the reconsideration requests and highlights some significant changes with the outcomes of the control area.  In summary, test cases awarded are less likely to change (increase or decrease) than awards made in the control area and disallowance cases from the test area are less likely to be awarded for the first time.

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6.3.5
Chart 5 below shows the outcome of the appeal requests.  The only significant change is with regards to the award increased category where test cases awarded are less likely to increase than awards made in the control area.

The reconsideration and Appeal cases examined in this period are taken as a proportion of the claims within the same period, so the cases are not matched like for like.  Hence, there may be slight fluctuations in these proportions.

Anecdotal information from appeal writers stated that the presence of the reasoned decision aids the submission writing process.

7.
Process

7.1
The revised tele-claiming process 


Explanation
7.1.1 In order to produce a tailored claim form, the customer or their representative will undertake an initial tele-claiming interview where they will be invited to answer a number of “trigger” questions asked over the telephone.  The resulting claim form will identify the parts relevant to the customer’s needs and be partially completed with a series of statements for the customer/ their representative to validate.

7.1.2 As the tele-claiming process was unique to the test, there is no comparative information in the existing (control) process.  
            Findings on customer participation 

7.1.3
During the initial prototype testing period call intake was well under the 150 to 200 calls per week forecast.  To increase these figures for the full test period, JobCentre Plus Offices made clients aware of the test and provided potential DLA (adult) claimants with the CCA contact number at Glasgow DBC.  Since this intervention:

· The vast majority of calls (93%) were received between 9.30am and 4.30pm; 

· Call intake has averaged at 211 per week (2961 in total), with an individual productivity figure of 15.5. calls per day at a cost of £3.78 per call
;  

· 92% (2736) of calls result in a tailored claim form; and

· Call duration for the initial call is just under 6 mins.  This timing, and ultimately the reported productivity, excludes other CCA tasks within the tele-claiming process (e.g. checking and issuing the claim form, call-backs, requesting IB information etc) - The timing will also be influenced by the fact that 42% of all tailored claim forms were of the “Don’t Know” variety, effectively removing the need to ask the majority of “trigger” questions during the initial call.

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7.1.4
Although there are direct costs to the organisation with the introduction of the CCA role, offsets against activities performed by Benefit Enquiry Line (BEL), DLA/AA Helpline and Heywood distribution in issuing a current claim, have not been quantified for this report.

7.1.5
Since 18th April 2003, CCA staffing has been reduced to help assess the impact on calls per officer per day productivity.  Data to date shows that an average of 46 calls per day is now being achieved.
7.2
Performance Indicators

Explanation

7.2.1
Actual Average Clearance Times (AACT) is the measure of how long it takes to clear a claim from the point of registration to issuing the decision notification.  The Actual Average Outstanding Time (AAOT) is the age profile of the outstanding cases.


Findings on operational performance

7.2.2
Charts 7 and 8 below show the AACT and AAOT findings.  However, it should be recognised that as the test team started at “point zero”, there was no head of work/ outstanding cases to action and as such, an upward trend over time would be expected before a levelling off period materialises (as appears to be the case in recent weeks).

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7.2.3
In summary, the AACT for the test area (MU60) has shown a saving of 6 days when compared to the control area (MU46) – both of which are well within the DLA target of 42 days.

7.2.4
The AAOT day count for DLA cases is also favourable, with a 4 day saving in the test area compared to the control area – again, both areas consistently met the DLA target of 42 days. 

7.2.5
Although the test team would appear to take less time to clear a case by reducing “dead” time in the process, the actual time invested cumulatively by staff in the key claiming functions of ‘Registration’, ‘Decisions’ and ‘Notifications’, is greater in the test area 3.4 hrs a case (excluding the CCA role) compared to 2.7 hrs a case in the control team.  This in no small part is due to:

· Requesting and follow up action on IB information;

· A greater potential for the use of the telephone by CCMs as a means of gathering information;

· CCM analysis of “unfamiliar” evidence (i.e. IB information);

· CCM providing a reasoned decision on ALL cases;

· The need to update 2 computer systems during the test effectively double-keying most processes; and

· Completion of clerical statistical information to inform the test findings.

7.2.6
Other disruption factors, across all grades, not directly associated with the revised process include:

· Misdirected calls;

· Visitors to the test area (incl. Job shadowing, Open Days and meetings);

· Management of the Prototype (Syntegra) System incident log;

· Significant input from the management team to deploy resources appropriately due to the fragmented intake at the early stages resulting in staff alternating between test and current process working practices; and

· Maintaining a local Filestore.  

7.2.5
As expected, due to the extra tasks involved in the process, CCM productivity in the test area showed a significant decrease, especially at the start of the test (3 decisions a day – now up to 7), when compared to the control team which constantly averaged 8 decisions a day.  

7.2.6
Average staffing costs (incl. overtime when worked) for all grades involved in the test (for period 28th February to 18th April 2003) are £32.14 per case for the test area compared to £21.73 per case for the control area.  Again, this is expected given the extra tasks associated with the test process and the disruption factors already detailed in this paper.

7.3
Tailored claim form and targeted further evidence 


Explanation

7.3.1 The measure of success, or otherwise, for the tailored claim form, is judged by its effectiveness at being a primary source of evidence for the CCM and its usability from a customer perspective.  Within the test team, the streamlined claiming process also has regard to the individual characteristics of the claim, leading to the gathering of evidence from the most appropriate source.  

7.3.2 The most appropriate source of further evidence is determined by examining Legacy System Reports on the decisions, and further evidence used in the decision, to determine if any shift in evidence gathering has occurred following receipt of the tailored claim form.  It should be noted that as the decisions recorded on Legacy System Reports were only accurate from 28th February 2003 in the test area, for comparison purposes, the same period has been used in the control area. 

Findings on the tailored claim form and targeted further evidence

7.3.3
Section 5 of this documents has already shown that 90% of customers did not require any assistance from the department when completing the tailored claim form and that only 18% had some degree of difficulty when completing it. 

7.3.4
In order to determine the effectiveness of the tailored claim form as a primary source of evidence, findings from a Proforma completed by the CCMs, analysing the type of evidence used to support the decision was recorded.  Legacy RDA information was not used in the analysis as the evidence types available on this System would show duplication between “claim form only” and “claim form and IB evidence”.  The total number of decisions analysed were 653 (test) and 3,518 (control).  The results in Table 11 give the percentage of cases that used a claim form only or a claim form and some other piece of evidence.

Table 11 shows there were significantly less cases in the test team where a decision was based on the claim form and additional information.  It should also be noted that CCMs have not been able to fully utilise the telephone as a means of gathering evidence as further (fee paying) medical evidence has to be sought to corroborate the stated needs. 

7.3.6
Table 12 details the percentage of GPFR and EMP information received following scrutiny of the tailored claim form for the period 13th January to 18th April 2003.  For cost purposes only, the number of IB reports received has also been shown.

7.3.7 By applying the standard costs
 to the above evidence, the average cost for fee-paying medical evidence against the number of registrations is £26.56 for the test compared to £29.54 for the control.

7.4
Usefulness of IB Information


Explanation

7.4.1 A feature of the test at Glasgow DBC from 3rd February 2003 was for CCMs to assess the effectiveness of IB evidence (IB 85, IB 113 and Med 4), including the age profile and how this impacts its effectiveness, as a source of information when determining entitlement to DLA.  At the tele-claiming process, callers were advised that if IB information were held, we would be requesting this information to help support their claim to DLA.

7.4.2 It should also be noted that to support this assessment, there were a substantial number of administration processes required which has resulted in some nugatory effort (e.g. approx 400 pieces of IB evidence is over 6 weeks old).

Findings on the usefulness of IB evidence 

7.4.3
For the initial test period (13th January to 18th April 2003), IB evidence was available and requested in 43% of all tailored claim forms generated.  Reminder action was also necessary on approx. 14% of IB evidence requests.  A sample of 159 IB evidence cases were examined, these cases include 102 cases with IB85, 45 cases with IB113 and 12 cases with Med4.  A summary of findings is detailed in the charts below.

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7.4.4
As only 12 MED 4s have been used and 10 were either fairly ineffective or ineffective, CCMs have now ceased using this type of IB information.

7.4.5
The 159 cases containing IB information were examined in terms of other evidence used.  71 cases (45%) used IB information and no other supplementary evidence.  The remaining 88 cases (55%) had some form of supplementary evidence as well as the IB evidence.

7.4.6 Analysis also showed that the older the IB information, the more likely it is that further supplementary evidence is needed.

7.4.7 In addition, Corporate Medical Group (CMG) conducted a small random sample of cases where IB evidence had been used in the decision-making process.  The main conclusions were:

· CCMs are able to use the medical information in the IB85 and the decisions were medically correct;
· Where a claimant was deemed to be 'severely mentally ill' for the purpose of the Personal Capability Assessment (PCA) the information together with the IB113 was sufficient for a sound decision to make an award; 

· The quality of information in the IB85 was variable but in all cases there was considered to be sufficient information to make a sound decision; and
· The information of the shortened claim pack together with a supporting statement from a psychiatrist or Community Psychiatric Nurse (CPN) was, in these cases deemed to be sufficient enough to make a sound decision. 

7.5
The Prototype (Syntegra) System and operational perspective

Explanation

7.5.1
The operational perspective looks at the overall impact of the revised process and in particular, the usability/ reliability of the Prototype (Syntegra) System.

Findings on staff perception/ the Prototype (Syntegra) System

7.5.2
Overall, staff perception was positive.  All grades were happy with the majority of the prototype system and the training they received.  The only grade that had some concerns with the new process was the CCM grade.  See paragraph 5.2. for a summary of the staff perception results.

7.5.3
A summary of the key findings/ perception is detailed below:

· The tele-claiming process; Perception has consistently shown that the Prototype System is user friendly when generating the tailored claim form;
· On-Line further evidence; The current functionality causes delays in processing and is proving much more time consuming than the initial method of recording the questions and answers on a DBD 508 and/or issuing a written variant.  Due to these constraints, the On-Line further evidence is no longer routinely used by the CCMs.  The lessons learned from testing this line of evidence however, will be considered as part of the ongoing refinement of this system and help inform future development of IT;

· Reasoned Decision; This has been criticised by users for being too fluid and lacking structure.  The solutions within the Prototype (Syntegra) System Update Release in April 2003 have gone some way to improving the CCM productivity.  However, a series of redesign workshops have been undertaken to progress a new on-line decision template where the decision and evidence accepted/ not accepted can also be identified within an on-line scrutiny template;
· General; Throughout the lifetime of the test, system incidents and change requests are being raised and considered by the DLA New Claims Project Team and Syntegra (the Prototype System provider);

· To date, 71 system “incidents” have been raised.  All of which are now “closed”; and
· 55 Change Requests (CRs) were being considered prior to the April 2003 Release.  19 of these CRs were approved and closed as part of this release.  Therefore, consideration now needs to be given to the remaining 36 CRs to continue the development of the Prototype system and/or inform the design of the IS/IT Strategy; and 
· Management Information (MI); The project and the management team at Glasgow were disadvantaged without the supporting MI that was needed to manage the processes effectively.  In the absence of such robust information from the Prototype (Syntegra) System, which was not part of the original scope, there was a reliance on information being produced from the legacy system and /or clerical statistics which when compared to the RDA information from Legacy, showed some conflicting information.
8.
Conclusions 

8.0.1
The results of the test are in the main positive and provide an indication that further testing/ enhancements should continue on the foundations already in place.  The summary of conclusions based on the presented findings is:

8.1
People

· Customer perception of the personalised claiming process (tele-claiming and the tailored claim form itself) was very positive;

· Staff perception was also mainly positive especially around the claim form generation;

· The training provided on the revised process and the new computer system that supports it, was in the main fit for purpose;

8.2
Outcomes

· Awarding patterns were mainly consistent with the control area, although there was a greater tendency to award on test cases compared to control cases;

· Financial accuracy levels within the test are comparable with the national average;

· Although early days, information around the disputes process has shown a significant reduction in the number of explanations and appeal requests made following notification of the reasoned decision – This analysis needs to continue to judge the “true” impact on the disputes process.
8.3
Process

· The tele-claiming process and the resulting tailored claim form is considered to be a success – continuing with the tele-claiming process will allow for ongoing user input into how any future template for internet/ electronic claiming may look;

· Reducing the size of the current claim pack from 40+ pages to an 18 page (maximum) tailored claim form, has not restricted the ability to provide a decision based on the claim form alone;

· The significant number of “Don’t Know” type claim form requests (42%) – mainly from Welfare Rights Groups, indicates there is a market for a shortened clerical version of the DLA Claim form;

The reasoned decision appears to give the customer a greater understanding of the basis of the decision as the percentage of follow-up activities have reduced.  

· The test-associated processes (i.e. having IB information up front and the potential for greater telephone interaction with the customer) have been a contributory factor in the reduced requirement to seek further evidence in the test area and in the savings realised within the AACTs;
· IB85 is considered in the main to be either very or fairly effective if less than 2 years old and is also a useful source of evidence to corroborate stated needs;  
· The IB113, regardless of its age, is perceived to be less effective than its IB 85 counterpart, although users have stated that there are still merits with using this type of IB information especially around savings within the AACTs, corroboration of any stated needs and understanding the needs of customers with Mental Health problems;
· The average cost of further evidence has reduced by £2.98 per case with the number of EMP requests decreasing significantly.  The number of GPFR requests has not significantly changed.  The findings imply that the evidence provided by the customer is similar, regardless of the size of the claim form, and that the use of IB information minimises the number of EMP requests;
· The true impact of the revised process at new claim stage should not be underestimated.  Despite improvements in AACT and AAOTs, significant effort was invested by the CCMs in order to navigate and produce the reasoned decision and this has become apparent in the reduced productivity and subsequently, increased staffing costs per case.  Unfortunately, It is too early to judge how this effort invested at the new claim stage manifests as savings (or otherwise) in other areas of the process (e.g. reconsiderations or appeals etc); and  
· The Reasoned Decision and On-Line further evidence elements of the Prototype (Syntegra) System require further development to make them user-friendlier.

9.
Recommendations

9.0.1
Based on the above summary and detailed findings within the rest of this document, and assuming that support for the current prototype system will remain until 31st March 2004, a series of recommendations were presented to ensure that Glasgow DBC, as the Pathfinder Office for the IS/IT Strategy, continues as a testing area.  Specific recommendations considered and the progress made to date include: 

9.1
People

· Lessons learned from the original training programme will form the basis of any other training approach for revisions to the Prototype (Syntegra) System – e.g. Revisions to the Reasoned Decision template;

· To reduce disruption levels in the test area, more needs to be done to make people (internal and external) more aware of every aspect of the test and the significant effort needed in order to be in a position to test the Prototype system (e.g. changes to the organisation).   As such, a revised communications strategy for any future work by Glasgow DBC is under way; and

· Have a stand-alone Training Server to allow for greater succession planning and turnover of staff etc thus “future proofing” the current system and negating the need to use a “live” system for training purposes.  To further future-proof this “live” system, the purchase of a new server rack featuring an Uninterrupted Power Supply (UPS) is also recommended.  Work is well under way to implement these recommendations. 

9.2
Outcomes

· Implement an end-to-end business at Glasgow DBC so that data can be collated/ analysed in a single environment to assess the true impact on the awarding patterns and other business activity (Renewals, Reconsiderations and Appeals etc).  This work has concluded.  Analysis should also have regard to the type of claim form received, tailored or “Don’t Know” varieties, and the impact this has on the decision making process.  IAD colleagues to provide a steer on the logistics of this recommendation;
· MI requirements and/or production of information from the Prototype (Syntegra) System continue to be defined to support a Performance Management System; and

· Financial accuracy checks, in accordance with the national standard levels, will be in place.

9.3
Process

· Develop and implement a clerical
 version of the shortened DLA (adult) claim form for testing in another office.  This work is already under way at Wembley DBC;

· The affect of the “Don’t Know” claim forms and how this information then translates into the decision process is unknown.  As such, it is recommended that an analysis of the decision making process on the “Don’t Know” cases is established to see if there is any adverse shift in the evidence being gathered IAD colleagues to provide a steer on the logistics of this recommendation;

· Continue the current tele-claiming process as a means for claiming DLA in the Glasgow DBC area so that the added value of the tele-claiming process (e.g. user input into an electronic claiming template) can be further measured against any clerical variant. IAD colleagues to provide a steer on the logistics of this recommendation;  

· Have Syntegra Support for the Prototype system for the remainder of this financial year (current support runs out at the end of July 03).  The extension of support to the end of this financial year has been approved;

· The Project Team continues to pursue the possible availability of the electronic IB85 from SchlumbergerSema (SSema) and/or the availability to view IB information in “real time” format through other IT solutions; and

· Continue development on the Reasoned Decision process as an enhancement/ replacement for the current functionality of generating a reasoned decision/ notification.  The next release of the Reasoned Decision Process is scheduled for 1st December 2003. 

10.
The way forward

10.1
Based on findings/ conclusions detailed in this paper, Project Board members have provided a steer on each of the recommendations in order to inform the future of the Prototype system at Glasgow DBC now that the 1st phase of testing has concluded.

Appendix 3 – Customer Perception (example comments)

Examples of quotes provided to the request …”Please tell us about any parts of the claim form that you found difficult to understand or follow”

“ I could not understand being asked if I was abroad and how many times as I feel that it was completely irrelevant to my claim”

“I felt the same question about your daily problems with everyday living was asked twice and I wasn’t sure what to put in the correct page”

“The way some questions are phrased, it is sometimes difficult to understand what factors are considered relevant”

“Some of the questions were repeated at various parts of the claim form”

“It was difficult to remember hospital dates and medication taken”

“Found it difficult to explain needs in writing, would prefer to talk about it”

“Although I found the form fairly difficult (mainly due to my illness – severe mental illness), I also found it o much easier than previous DLA packs which I was unable to complete and actually gave up”

“Can be confusing at times and difficult to understand”

“More detailed explanation notes may be useful”

The above request also enabled customers to provide general observations/ opinions on the tailored claim form.  Again, the comments were largely positive and some of the responses given include:

“A lot easier than previous DLA forms.  It was more tailor made to suit the needs of the problems of the client”

“I found the form very easy to read and understand, unlike some forms that go around in circles.  Well done!”

“Initially, when the form was requested, the person dealing with the enquiry was of great assistance in that she dealt with a large portion of the questions to be answered, saving me having to complete double the amount of paperwork.  I am glad to see that your organisation is making positive steps to streamline paperwork”

“The DLA claim form was totally stress free”

“I found it much easier to look at than other (colour) forms”

“With a little help the claim form, with thought, was quite straight forward and any calls were received with courtesy and help”

“Found it very straight forward and much less demanding than the IB50”
